OVERVIEW 

Oral health is critical to overall health and wellbeing. Although dental conditions such as tooth decay 
and gum disease are preventable with good oral hygiene practices and routine professional care, they 
are among the most prevalent chronic diseases in the United States.1 Moreover, because of barriers 
such as high costs, lack of dental insurance coverage, and limited access to healthy food and public 
transportation, certain populations are disproportionately affected by poor oral health.2 

Dental conditions tend to be progressive and cumulative without intervention,3 and delays in receiving 
treatment may result in the need for less definitive and more costly urgent dental care. In fact, more 
than 2 million emergency department (ED) visits in 2018 involved dental conditions, with the highest 
population rates among Black non-Hispanic individuals, individuals aged 18–44 years, and those residing 
in the lowest income communities.4

While 38 percent of treat-and-release ED visits for dental conditions are for traumatic dental conditions 
(acute injuries that should be addressed in an emergency care setting), the majority (62%) are for 
nontraumatic dental conditions easily treated in the dentist office and are largely preventable.  ED visits 
for nontraumatic dental conditions, including dental caries, periodontitis, gingivitis and partial loss of 
teeth, are a growing public health concern.5  Several research studies have focused on ED visits for 
nontraumatic dental conditions nationally, in individual states, and/or for specific payers and patient 
characteristics.6

Conducted in collaboration with the Association of State & Territorial Dental Directors, this report 
complements the existing literature by providing national, regional, and state-level estimates of treat-
and-release ED visits for dental conditions and associated costs by expected primary payer, patient race 
and ethnicity, and patient age group. This information can help policymakers identify geographic areas 
and patient subpopulations that could benefit most from increased accessibility to comprehensive 
dental coverage and interventions aimed at increasing preventive and routine dental care.

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METHODS 

State-level estimates of treat-and-release ED visits for dental conditions were derived from the 
Healthcare Cost and Utilization Project (HCUP) 2016 and 2019 State Emergency Department Databases 
(SEDD)7 for 36–40 States and the District of Columbia for which there was emergency department data 
available. The SEDD capture information on treat-and-release ED visits that do not result in an admission 
(i.e., encounters for patients who are treated in the ED and then released in the ED, transferred to 
another hospital or health facility, left against medical advice, or died while receiving ED care). National 
and regional estimates of treat-and-release ED visits for dental conditions were derived from the 2016 
and 2019 HCUP Nationwide Emergency Department Sample (NEDS)8. The NEDS is a 20 percent weighted 
sample of hospital-owned EDs from States included in this report.  

The analysis was limited to treat-and-release ED visits at community hospitals, excluding rehabilitation 
facilities, with a first-listed diagnosis that indicated a dental condition. For treat-and-release ED visits, 
the first-listed diagnosis is the condition, symptom, or problem identified in the medical record to be 
chiefly responsible for the ED services provided.9 A small percentage of ED visits with a principal 
diagnosis indicating a dental condition result in an inpatient stay (1.8 percent) based on the 2019 NEDS. 
These encounters are not included in this report.   

Treat-and-release ED visits for dental conditions (based on first-listed diagnosis) were classified into 
three categories:  

• Any dental condition (including traumatic injury) 
• Nontraumatic dental conditions (a subset of any dental condition) 
• Caries, periodontitis, and other preventable dental conditions (a subset of nontraumatic dental 

conditions that are often treated in a dentist’s office) 

With a focus on understanding of treat-and-release ED visits for nontraumatic dental conditions, the 
first set of figures focus on nontraumatic dental conditions and present 2019 national, regional, and 
State-specific population-based rates of treat-and-release ED visits. Information reported by State is 
specific to the patient’s state of residence. Because the SEDD contain encounters specific to the hospital 
location, the data were pooled across all possible SEDD (36 States and the District of Columbia in 2016 
and 40 States and the District of Columbia in 2019) and then reallocated into the patient’s state of 
residence.10

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National and regional population-based rates are also presented by patient age and race and ethnicity. 
Data on Hispanic ethnicity are collected differently among the States and also can differ from the Census 
methodology of collecting information on race (White, Black, Asian/Pacific Islander, American 
Indian/Alaska Native, Other [including mixed race]) separately from ethnicity (Hispanic, non-Hispanic). 
State data organizations often collect Hispanic ethnicity as one of several categories that include race. 
Therefore, for multistate analyses, HCUP creates the combined categorization of race and ethnicity for 
data from States that report ethnicity separately. When a statewide data organization collects Hispanic 
ethnicity separately from race, HCUP uses Hispanic ethnicity to override any other race category to 
create a Hispanic category for the uniformly coded race and ethnicity data element, while also retaining 
the original race and ethnicity data. This report includes race and ethnicity for the following categories: 
Hispanic, Black non-Hispanic, White non-Hispanic, and Other non-Hispanics including Asian/Pacific 
Islander and American Indian/Alaska Native. 

The second set of figures present national, regional, and State-specific information on the 2019 
distribution of ED utilization and aggregate costs for nontraumatic dental conditions by patient age and 
expected primary payer. Total hospital charges for treat-and-release ED visits were converted to costs 
using HCUP Cost-to-Charge Ratios11 based on hospital accounting reports from the Centers for Medicare 
& Medicaid Services (CMS). Costs reflect the actual expenses incurred in the production of hospital 
services, such as wages, supplies and utility costs, whereas charges represent the amount a hospital 
billed for the case. For each hospital, a hospital-wide cost-to-charge ratio (specific to ED care) is used. 
Hospital charges reflect the amount the hospital billed for the treat-and-release ED visit and do not 
include professional (physician) fees. Expected primary payer for the treat-and-release ED visit includes 
Medicare, Medicaid, private insurance, Self-pay/No charge and “other” payer.  Self-pay/No charge 
includes self-pay, no charge, charity, and no expected payment. Other includes other Federal and local 
government programs (e.g., TRICARE, CHAMPVA, Indian Health Service, Black Lung, Title V) and 
Workers’ Compensation.  

The HCUP Partner organizations are listed in Appendix A. Background on the HCUP databases is 
provided in Appendix B. The coding criteria for the types of dental conditions are provided in Appendix 
C. Appendix D includes detailed data tables with national, regional, and State-level information for all 
three types of dental conditions, overall and by patient age, expected primary payer, and patient race 
and ethnicity in 2016 and 2019.

RESULTS  

The following figures display select information about treat-and-release ED visits for nontraumatic 
dental conditions in 2019.  Included in Appendix D are detailed data tables with information for 2016 
and 2019 on the three different types of dental conditions (any dental condition; nontraumatic dental 
conditions; and caries, periodontitis, and other preventable dental conditions). 

Population-Based Rates of Treat-and-Release Emergency Department Visits for Nontraumatic Dental 
Conditions Overall and by Patient Age and Race and Ethnicity 

Figure 1 shows the 2019 national, regional, and State-specific population-based rate of treat-and-release 
ED visits for nontraumatic dental conditions. Figures 2–5 show the 2019 national and regional 
population-based rates of treat-and-release ED visits for nontraumatic dental conditions by patient age 
and race and ethnicity. The underlying data tables for the figures are provided in Appendix D.

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APPENDIX B. HEALTHCARE COST AND UTILIZATION PROJECT (HCUP) DATABASES 

The Healthcare Cost and Utilization Project is a family of healthcare databases and related software 
tools and products developed through a Federal-State-Industry partnership and sponsored by the 
Agency for Healthcare Research and Quality (AHRQ). HCUP databases bring together the data collection 
efforts of State data organizations, hospital associations, and private data organizations (HCUP Partners) 
and the Federal government to create a national information resource of encounter-level health care 
data. HCUP includes the largest collection of longitudinal hospital care data in the United States, with all-
payer, encounter-level information beginning in 1988. These databases enable research on a broad 
range of health policy issues, including cost and quality of health services, medical practice patterns, 
access to healthcare programs, and outcomes of treatments at the national, State, and local market 
levels. 

The HCUP State Emergency Department Databases (SEDD) include information from hospital-owned 
emergency departments (EDs) from data organizations participating in HCUP, translated into a uniform 
format to facilitate multistate comparisons and analyses. The SEDD capture information on ED visits that 
do not result in an admission to the same hospital (i.e., encounters for patients who are treated in the 
ED and then discharged, are transferred to another hospital, left against medical advice, or died 
receiving treatment in the ED). Researchers and policymakers use the SEDD to investigate questions 
related to ED care unique to one or more States, to conduct market area research or small variation 
analyses, and to identify State-specific trends.  

The HCUP State Inpatient Databases (SID) contain the universe of the inpatient discharge abstracts 
from participating States that are translated into a uniform format to facilitate multistate comparisons 
and analyses. The SID capture information on all type of inpatient discharges including those admitted 
through the ED of the hospital, direct admissions, and transfers from acute care hospitals and other 
types of health facilities. Researchers and policymakers use the SID to investigate questions related to 
inpatient care unique to one or multiple States and to compare State-specific trends.  

Sampled from the SEDD and SID, the HCUP Nationwide Emergency Department Sample (NEDS) was 
created to enable national and regional analyses of ED utilization patterns and to support researchers, 
policymakers, and clinicians in their decision-making regarding this critical source of care. The NEDS is a 
20-percent sample of hospital-owned EDs. Available from data years 2006 through 2019, the NEDS can 
be used to analyze trends over time. In the 2019, the NEDS includes data from 40 States and the District 
of Columbia. 

The HCUP databases contain more than 100 clinical and nonclinical data elements included in a hospital 
abstract, such as:  

• First-listed/principal and secondary diagnoses and procedures 
• Admission type and discharge status 
• Patient demographics characteristics (e.g., sex, age, and, for some States, race and ethnicity) 
• Expected payment source  
• Total hospital charges and length of stay.

The report was limited to treat-and-release emergency department (ED) visits that do not result in an 
admission (i.e., patients who were treated in the ED and then released from the ED, or patients who 
were transferred to another hospital). This data tables include information on three types of dental 
conditions: 

• Any dental condition (including traumatic injury) 
• Nontraumatic dental conditions (NTDC) includes a subset of the codes included under any 

dental condition 
• Caries, periodontitis, and other preventable dental conditions (CPP) includes a subset of the 

codes included under NTDC.  These conditions that are often treated in a dentist’s office.
