=  The average length of stay (ALOS) in 2009 (4.6 days) was almost 20-percent shorter than in 1993 (5.7
days). The ALOS declined throughout most of the 1990s and has remained unchanged since 2000.

=  From 1993 to 2009, the annual rate of stays was relatively stable at about 1,300 stays per 10,000
population.
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
